Sometimes the disciples of Jesus look
like zombies. Lots of movies have been
made about Jesus. Some are better than
others.

The story of Christ is, of course,
a different sort to tell. Some eIms try
to convey a feeling of profundity or
holiness on screen. Can this be done?
What does holiness look like? Maybe if
we get these guys to walk slowly, speak
in somber tones—“‘for heaven’'s sake,
keep your voices hushed and serious!
You're presenting biblical teaching
here!” In some ¢Ims, Christ’'s followers
walk through scenes like the Sermon
on the Mount looking as if they’re in
a special place, but not a very earthly
one.

How real were these guys? What sort
of people did Jesus actually attract? What
would documentary footage look like?
Jesus got the attention of actual people:
erst-century blue-collar workers, ofece
managers, waitresses, and lawyers.

Can you imagine the disciples
sitting around in a pub at night? Did
they laugh, tell stories, tease each other
the way tired friends do at the end of the
day? Certainly they talked about serious
issues too. They risked their homes,
families, and careers to be with Jesus.
“The kingdom of God is at hand” (Mark
1:15, Luke 10:9). What does that mean?
They were trying to end out.

Why did they take the risk? They
were drawn by a real person. Jesus
didn’t have them wandering around
spouting trite sayings or looking vague
and otherworldly.

The disciples followed Jesus because
they were wide awake for the erst time
in their lives. They were intent with the
desire to follow this person who drew
their deepest hopes together. They were
alive in a way that made their earlier
view of the world seem like a trance.
Following Christ, they were more
focused and freer than they had ever
been in their lives.

DEAR PADRE
What is a monsignor?

What is the difference between
a monsignor and a pastor? And
how is a cardinal different from
a bishop?

Dear Edward,

A simple way to look at your erst
question is that monsignor is an honorary
term, while pastor is an eminently
practical one. Pastors are priests who
have been assigned responsibility for
a particular parish community. They
receive a canonical appointment from
their bishop and have distinct obligations
and rights that come along with their role
of service.

Monsignors are a different story. The
word monsignor is a form of address
rather than a position. It's used when
referring to priests who have been given
certain awards or ofeces by the pope.
These honors are typically awarded at the
request of local bishops, most often to
long-serving pastors or priests who play
key administrative roles in a diocese.

A Dbishop is the head of a local
church—an archdiocese or diocese. He
is ordained and appointed to carry on
the ministry of the apostles by preaching
the Gospel and overseeing the life of his
particular diocese. Cardinals are men
the pope—the bishop of Rome—has
appointed to be his special advisors
and to elect a new pope upon his death.
Most cardinals are bishops of major
or historically important dioceses, but
popes can and do appoint nonbishops as
cardinals after the nonbishops receive
episcopal consecration (Code of Canon
Law, 351).
