Y ES On Proposition

The text of Propositioﬁ 8 is simply:

Only marriage between a man and a woman is valid or recognized in California.

A YES vote on Proposition 8 does three things:

 Restoresthe de nition of marriage in California
God himself is the author of marriage. The vocation to marriage is written in the very nature of
man and woman as they came from the hand of the Creator.

 Overturns the decision of the California Supreme Court
On May 15, 2008 the Court ruled that to deny marriage to individuals of the same sex was
unconstitutional. This radical change discounts the biological reality of marriage, how deeply
embedded it is in our culture, language and laws and rede! nes it to just mean a contractual
agreement of partnership.

 Secures parental rights to teach children about marriage

If the Supreme Court ruling stands, public schools may have to teach children that there is no
difference between traditional marriage and “gay marriage.”

A YES vote on Proposition 8
Take away any rights or bene ts from gay or lesbian domestic partners.

Under California’s domestic partners law (Family Code §297.5)
they have rights and benelts identical to those of spouses.

CHILDHOOD M EMORIES OF LITTLE | TALY

How vivid are my memories of childhood play in
Little Italy. As very young children, we would ride our
tricycles around the courtyard of the little cottages at
India and Hawthorne Streets. Later, we graduated to
scooters and coasters. All we needed was scrap wood,
old wooden crates, hammer, nails, saw, and old s kates
and we would fashion our own s  kate boards which we
called “scooters.” Our scooters had a compartment to
hold bubble gum, coo kies and empty soda bottles which
we exchanged for more soda at the lvy Street Mar ket.

Aswe grewolderand ourmechanicals  killsimproved,
we built “coaster cars” that would resemble soap bo X
derby coasters. We needed hills to operate our coasters
and there were plenty in the neighborhood as all the
side streets sloped to the waterfront. Prior to coasting
down Kalmia Street hill — one of the steepest hills in the
neighborhood — one of our friends decided to wash and
clean his roller bearings with gasoline. A spar k ignited a
Ir e in the wheels and we witnessed the ! rstrun of “ Hot
Wheels!”

There were other opportunities for play in the old
neighborhood. An empty lot at the corner of Columbia
and H awthorne provided a place for us to dig holes,
play marbles, play cowboys, and launch kites. After
Christmas, the locals would burn their Christmas trees
in that lot ! How times have changed !

Automobile traf! ¢ was light in those days so we
played street football on Columbia Street, between
Hawthorne and lvy.  We loved to play with the older guys
— Tony Bregante, the Busalacchi brothers (Tom, Cosmo,
and Mario), and Jimmy N igro. There was a small area of
grass at the cottages on Hawthorne and India and also
in front of the Foster & Kleiser Billboard Company on the
cornerofindiaand Juniper. Wewouldgetatac klefootball
game going usually with all the kids in our neighborhood
which included Richard Bregante, my brother Augie, Phil
and Sal Balestrieri, Jim and Tom Marino, Andy Asaro,
Vince Parisi, Raul Martine z, Dic key and Sonny Romero,
Mario DiCola, and Nick Ingrande — to name just a few.

In time, Washington School playground and
gymnasium became our home away from home. We
spent countless hours on the school’s larger ! eld playing
baseball, over the line, football, and paddle ball. The
VFW sponsored a baseball team at the playground that
would travel to other playgrounds in the vicinity — this
was prior to the development of Little League.

Washington School produced e xceptional baseball
players such as Andy Stagnaro and Pete Corona who
both went on to play for the University of California at
Berk eley. The era also produced another outstanding
baseball playerin Fran k SanFilippo. In later years, a new
group of e xcellent baseball players emerged — Tony Asaro
went on to play in the  New York Yank ee organi zation;
Pete Gumina played for the  University of Oregon ; and
Rudy Venz or signed a professional contract with the San
Diego Padres.

In the later years of grammar school we would spend
time on the waterfront and at Lane Field watching the
San Diego Padres of the Paci! ¢ Boast League. If we had

twenty cents in our poc ket we could get into a game ; if
our poc kets were empty we could get free passes from the
AmericanC leanersatindiaand Kalmia. Whenpasseswere
not available we would stand outside the ball par k and
wait for foul balls ; th ose could be e xchanged for a tic ket.
If all else failed we sometimes could sneak in th rough an
opening in the fence. We were very persistent !

We also kept busy observing the activities of people
work ing in the neighborhood — the men who dug trenches
using jac k hammers; work ers at Mooresteen Furniture
Manufacturing located on the corner of India and lvy
Streets where upholsterers tac  ked fabric onto furniture
frames; and houses being moved onto the many vacant
lots. Idon’trecall seeing new homes built from the ground
up; butldoremember seeing huge houses moving down
the street with a wor ker straddling the roof's pea k and
moving power lines to clear the path !

There was also the opportunity for us to watch
adults at play.  Watching the older men enjoy a game of
Bocce Balls in the empty lot ne  xt to what is now Mona
Lisa’'s R estaurant and Deli was an education in itself —we
even learned a few new ltalian words that our parents
would later forbid us to repeat !

Just as many of us kids played — we also prayed.
Becoming an altar boy at Our Lady of the Rosary Church
was considered to be a “rite of passage.” The nuns at
the Bayside Social Center trained us to become altar
boys and to read Latin. We spent many hours serving
at Masses, weddings, funerals, and feast days. This was
our! rstopportunity to give service and it became a good
foundation in preparing us to serve others. During those
days, the Church and Washington School had a good
rapport and sometimes during school days we would be
dismissed from school in order to serve funeral Masses.

Eventually, many of us too k part-time jobs in the
neighborhood selling newspapers, delivering papers,
moving lawns, and gathering empty soda bottles for
a refund — anything for a buc k! What a wonderful
opportunity to have grown up with such an industrious
group of kids. What wonderful memories !
